This event is open to all artists 18 years of age and older.
Photo ID required at check in.

All work must be original and executed by the accepted
artist. Not eligible for entry are mass-produced items,
items made from molds, kits, or other commercial
methods. Selling of promotional items (t-shirts, mugs,
calendars, etc.) is prohibited.

Artists must be present at all times during show hours.

Artists may only exhibit artwork in the category submitted
to and approved by the jury.

Photographers’ original prints must result from personal or
self-directed adjustments made on the originally captured

image. For all other media, reproductions must be labeled
as such.

Exhibit spoce
